5.  Highways matters:


5.1  Community Speed Watch scheme:  Fifteen speeding vehicles were   
       
  
       recorded in one hour on 31st May and the police have convicted 48 drivers 
      
       during May.  The main problem still at Scotts Corner.  There has been an 
  
       increase in the number of motorcycles, which can't be identified because the 
       equipment cannot read the number plates.  The borrowed SAMS2 sign will arrive 
       on 18th July.  Councillor O'Neill suggested asking BDC if they will contribute to    
       the cost of a parish owned sign.  Clerk to investigate.  Action:  EO.


5.2  Likely impact of the NDR:  Councillor O'Neill agreed to ask NCC for modelling 
       data to find the projected impact of the NDR on traffic levels through 
    
 
       Panxworth.


5.3  It was noted that £49,000 is to be spent on work at Plumstead Road, 
  
       Woodbastwick.


5.4  Deer warning signs: These still haven't been installed, clerk to chase.

5.5  Shearwater Bends:  As part of the DfT additional funding, the section is Included 
       within the current 2016/17 surfacing programme. Highways are awaiting 
     
       confirmation of a start date (post meeting report from Justin Le May).


5.6  Tour de Broads: No further information has been received.  Some Ranworth 
        residents have expressed concerns about spectator parking.

6.2  Ranworth boardwalk:  SH and ZA have met the landowners and suggested 
       
       that they approach the Broads Authority.  No response received so far.  The 
       repairs have been completed leaving only the issue of the lease to be sorted 
       out.


6.3  Broadband speeds:  Councillor O'Neill confirmed that the funding from BDC has 
       been agreed.  The southern end of Ranworth will see improvements in 2017 
       due to its proximity to the South Walsham Exchange.
